ACROSSUS BIMACULATUS (LAXMANN, 1770) (COLEOPTERA: SCARABAEIDAE:
APHODIINAE), THE FIRST RECORD IN THE ROSTOV REGION FOR A CENTURY

Abstract. Acrossus bimaculatus (Laxmann, 1770) (Coleoptera: Scarabaeidae) was distributed from Central
Europe to Southern Siberia. To the present time this species is extinct in the most of range and now is rare
and sporadic. Since 2001 the species has been included in the Red Book of the Russian Federation. Acrossus
bimaculatus was registered in the Rostov Region in 1913—-1914. The species was included in the first edition of
the Red Book of the Rostov Region in 2004, but excluded from the second edition 2014 as extinct in this area.
One specimen of A. bimaculatus was collected on Vodny Island in the Rostov State Reserve in 2017. The life
cycle of this species is associated with the horse dung. The population of free-roaming horses occurs on the
island more than 60 years. The species is preserved due to this wild horse population. Acrossus bimaculatus is

recommended to be included in the Red Book of the Rostov Region again.
